Microsoft's West Campus Parking Garage, at 1.6 million square
feet, reportedly is the second largest underground parking
garage in the United States.

Microsoft originally envisioned an above-ground parking garage,
but decided to put it underground and top it with a 10-acre green
roof with sports fields and a three-building complex containing

retail space and offices. The buildings total 156,500 square feet.
